SM S integration

Custom gateway to facilitate local Twittering via SMS

Local carrier code
Inherently supports federated SMS
All local carriers text same #
Cheapest solution for users

Only pay local texting rate, if applicable
Pre-paid & metered plans

One-way communications...for now
Only supports posting tweets, not recieving
Downstream traffic to follow later
